Airport Transfers

Arrival information must be sent to EC as soon as
possible in order to book airport transfers. When
students arrive at the airport they will be greeted
by an EC representative who will be holding an EC
sign. The EC representative will guide the students
to their transport. If students do not find an EC
representative they should follow the sign to the
Welcome Service Area and wait until their EC
representative arrives.

Adult Handbook

Students who have booked their transfers and
accommodation with EC receive an Adult Handbook
and a Student ID Card on arrival at the airport.
Otherwise students collect the Adult Handbook and
Student ID from the reception on their first day of
school.

On the back of the Student ID card
it clearly states the time students must be at school
to sit for their placement test. If students do not
receive their handbook and ID card on arrival, it is
suggested that students arrive at school at 715am

Placement Tests

The time of the placement test varies depending on
the time of year. This is usually held between 07:15
and 08:00. The exact time students have to be at
school on their first day is printed clearly on their
Student ID Card. It is very important that students
are punctual. The placement test assesses students
in listening, reading, writing and use of English
allowing academic staff to place students in the
relevant group for their level of English.
