GENERAL PROGRAMS

Through long experience with students at all levels and from

countries all over the world, ELC has developed teaching

techniques and programs that really work. Careful placement

and program selection ensure that you will be studying

English in the learning environment that is best for you.

There are 10 levels in the General English Programs, from

Low Beginning to High Advanced. Average class size is 7–9

(maximum is 12). In July and August, usual class size is 

10 –12 (maximum is 14). Each lesson lasts for 50 minutes.

Intensive English Program

The Intensive English Program is a 30-lesson-per-week 
course which covers the full range of language skills—
grammar, vocabulary, conversation, communication, listening
comprehension, reading, pronunciation, and writing. All students
follow the same schedule in the morning. In the afternoon, 
students at the beginning levels concentrate on reading and 
writing. Intermediate and advanced students may choose an 
elective in addition to reading and writing.

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Group 5 Intensive English Program (Boston Only)

A unique 2-week course for business professionals with at least 
an intermediate level of English, our Group 5 Intensive English
Program provides 35 lessons per week and a maximum class size
of five. Students enrolled in this program meet for classes 
during sections A, B, C, and D, as shown in the Sample Executive
Course Schedule. Group 5 Intensive English is offered ten times
per year.

ACADEMIC SERVICES

Student Visa

Students enrolling in a minimum 24-lesson-per-week course are
eligible to receive an I-20 form in order to apply for a student 
visa in their country.  Before the I-20 form is issued by ELC, 
the following must be received:

1. Your completed and signed application form
2. The application fee
3. Prepayment of all fees, or required financial 

documentation per U.S. Government regulations

All documents not originally in English must be accompanied by
an English translation. 

When the proper documentation, fees, and application form are
received, the I-20 form will be sent within 24 hours by airmail. 
If a request for the I-20 is received less than four weeks before
the course start date, or if otherwise requested, the I-20 will 
be sent to you by courier. This service, which has a fee of $60, 
helps ensure that you will receive your I-20 in time to begin 
your journey to the United States.

STUDENT ORIENTATION AND PLACEMENT

On your first day of class you should arrive at ELC between 8:30

and 9:00 a.m. At this time, you will be tested for placement and
have an interview with an ELC staff member. After completing the
assessment process, you will be ready to begin class. On especially
popular start dates, new students are also given a complimentary
tour of the city. They then begin class on the following morning.

TEACHER-LED STUDY HALL

At each ELC, teachers provide students with additional academic help,
free of charge, during designated study hall hours. The study hall is 
a special room furnished with reference books and extra study
materials. ELC students can bring their homework or questions
and receive the focused attention of ELC’s highly qualified
instructors. 

ADDIT IONAL SERVICES

Wireless Internet Access and Computer Lab

Both schools provide free wireless internet access and each
school operates a computer lab for student use. Available before
and after classes, as well as during lunch break, the lab provides
free high-speed internet access and email for all ELC students. In
addition, students have the opportunity to practice their English
using a variety of software available in the lab, including TOEFL

practice exams, reading and writing exercises, and web-based
research. 

Airport Transfer

If you wish, you can be met at the airport by an ELC representative.
The ELC representative will also assist you with your luggage and
take you to your accommodation.

Health Insurance

We recommend that you secure insurance in your home country
before coming to the U.S. We can, however, help you to obtain
short-term health insurance for the duration of your stay at ELC.

Activities and Excursions

Each ELC center publishes a monthly activities calendar which you
will receive on your first day of classes. Afternoon activities include
tours, sporting events, museums, and other attractions. Every week,
trips and weekend excursions to various points of interest are
planned, so you will never lack fun and exciting things to do 
outside of class

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TESTS

Cambridge Examinations

Both ELC locations are open test centers authorized by the
University of Cambridge to administer all of the Cambridge
Examinations including the FCE, CAE, and the Certificate of
Proficiency in English (CPE).

Institutional TOEFL

The Institutional TOEFL is offered to students at both centers 
every four weeks, year-round. It is accepted by select colleges 
and universities and can be used as a measure of English 
proficiency. The TOEFL Test and Materials fee includes one 
sitting of the Institutional TOEFL at ELC.

Institutional TOEIC

Students at both centers will have the opportunity to take
the TOEIC exam every four weeks, year-round. Soon after 
taking the exam, students receive a score report from TOEIC.
TOEIC scores are recognized by many companies and 
universities.

CERTIF ICATE OF COMPLETION

After completing your course at ELC with satisfactory atten-
dance and performance, you will be granted a Certificate of
Completion which states the course you participated in, the
duration of the course, and the level you attained.
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
